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INTRODUCTION

The Center for Economic Analyses presents
the profile of Gazi Baba Municipality. This profile
was prepared in close cooperation with the
Local Economic Development Team (LED Team)
of the Municipality of Gazi Baba (OGB), and the
chapters of the profile were coordinated with
the LED Team leader. During preparation, we
encountered insufficient data for deeper analy-
sis and insufficient cooperation from certain in-
stitutions. Wherever possible, we pursued our
analysis of data by comparing year 2006 with
2002 as well as expert comparison of OGB with
the City of Skopje and the average for the Re-
public of Macedonia. When comparing these
data, we where mindful of the change of terri-
torial borders of OGB for that period.

POPULATION AND EDUCATION

The population of every community is
one of its main recourses. Age structure, ed-
ucation, and expertise are an important fac-
tor in the population's capability to carry out
its social and economic contemporary
changes. The tables bellow illustrates the de-
mographic and educational characteristics of
the population.

Population Age Groups

We can freely conclude that the OGB
population is aging. More than 11% of the
population is at the age older than 65 years.
When we look at age proportions, we notice
the fact that 55% of the population is at the
age interval of 25-44 years and 45-65 years.

Almost 1/3 of the population is at the age in-
terval of over 50 years of age. This shows us
that the population is beginning to grow old.
The decreasing of the youngest age group 0-
24 years to 1% and the increasing of the old-
est group of 64-84 years of age to a full 3%
for the period of 2002 to 2006 indicates this
fact. This change in the age structure will
also influence the local utilities with greater
public pressure to better accommodate the
dominant age structure.

In comparison with the City of Skopje
and the Republic of Macedonia, we can con-
clude that there are no significant alter-
ations, and the population in different age
intervals is almost within the same propor-
tions.

Population growth

In relation to the absolute growth of the pop-
ulation in the period 2002-2006, we can conclude
that the situation changes insignificantly and is
moving between 1% and 2%. Population growth
in RM and OGB is 1%, and in the City of Skopje
is 2%. On the other hand, the growth is mainly
concentrated in the so called populated places
that gravitate towards the urban frontiers. This
(due to the municipality's limited financial re-
sources, as well as the OGB's) will present a sig-
nificant financial burden, since the main
problems of the population is of infrastructural
nature.

Ethnical structure

The OGB ethnical structure represents a gen-
uine multicultural urban space. In comparison to
the Republic of Macedonia the ethnical propor-
tions of OGB in the overall population structure
differs, yet compared to the City of Skopje is vir-
tually the same. Whatever the circumstances,
the expectations and the needs of a multicultural
population for communal services in a great
manner differ from those municipalities with
more homogenous ethnical structure.

Marital status

The situation in these segments is almost
identical for RM, Skopje and EGB.

In terms of the employed persons in
OGB, 34% of the total population over the
age of 15 are employed. The male popula-
tion dominates in the employed ratio with
60% against 40%. Persons of age over 40
dominate as employed with 53-56%. After
them is the most vital age group 25-39 with
40% employment ratio. The last is the
youngest age group 15-24 years with 7%
employment.

Contrary to this, OGB has a high unem-
ployment rate. The unemployment rate is
33% with 58-60% men and 40-42% women.
In terms of the unemployed age groups, the
most vital age group of 25-39 years domi-
nates with 47% in OGB against 28% in RM.
The youngest age group 15-24 and the age
group over 40 years have an equal unem-
ployment rate, 25-29% compared to RM,
where the youngest age group has an unem-
ployment rate of almost 44%.

Employment in terms of jobs and
industry

Generally speaking, OGB holds most of
the jobs and basically they present the in-
dustrial structure of the municipality and the
City of Skopje. Trading participates with
17%, mining and construction participates
with 16%, the technicians participates with
15%, jobs related to machines and assem-
bly lines that participates with 13%, state
employees participates with 12%, and the
elementary jobs participates with 11%. Ex-
perts and scientists are present with a very
low 9% against the 20% participation for
the City of Skopje. We have 0% for agricul-
tural jobs, forestry and fishing, in OGB and
the City of Skopje, while for the RM, these
jobs are present with 4%. Jobs related to
public and private office, as well as politi-
cians is 6% for OGB and RM and 8% for the
City of Skopje.

Industry employees in OGB are predom-
inantly placed out in the manufacturing in-
dustry with 26%, trade with 16%, traffic and
communications with 10%, public office and
defense 9%, construction 8%, health 7%,
education 6%, real estate and business ac-
tivities 4%, communal, cultural and other
services 4%, financial mediation 2%, elec-
trical distribution, gas and waterworks is
2%. This structure for the industry employ-
ees is identical for OGB, the City of Skopje
as well as on a national level.

Availability and type of
apartments

OGB does not have enough available
apartments, and counts only 7% of the total
apartments available. The demand for avail-
able apartments is greater than the supply
on the market. In turn, the price per m2 for
housing is higher than it could be under nor-
mal market circumstances.

We have several types of apartments. We
have two room and three room apartments,
which dominate the market with 33%, i.e.
34%. The four room apartments are 19%
and the five room apartments are 8%. The
one-room apartments are 5% each, and in-
dividual rooms are 1%. These types of
apartments are very important for our pro-
jections for new housing buildings. But the
types of apartments planned can vary to re-
flect the purchasing power of the citizens,
population policies, establishing families and
the family community etc.

Apartments according
to purpose

Concerning the primary use, households
apartments are dominating with 89% in
OGB. Apartments used for households and
business are only 1%, which on one hand,
tells us that the entrepreneur spirit is not ex-
pressed much, and on the other hand house-
holds apartments basically are not used for
business purposes or other entrepreneur ac-
tivity. Only 3% of the apartments are used
for recreational and leisure purposes. This

Households according to
ownership

According to the type of ownership we
have different roles of households related to
the apartments. Predominantly we have
apartments directly used by their owners
with 87%, and leased apartments with 3%,
and 9% in terms of kinship occupants.

Households according to the
heating source

OGB has a very unfavorable situation re-
garding the apartments heating source. In
comparison to the City of Skopje, OGB has a
very different source of heating, related to
the central heating. Apartments in the City
of Skopje, are twice as much connected with
the central heating system (33%), then
apartments in OGB (14%). Since these data
are from 2002, OGB has greatly improved
this ratio, especially in the urban areas,
through the ELEM- Energy system for central
heating.

In terms of inside heating with independ-
ent installation, the overall percent is (be-
tween 4-7%), where we have predominant
electrical heating (40%), heating lumber
(28%) and liquid fuel (29%).

Most of the apartments use heating
stoves (81%) which use various heating

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CONCLUSION

POPULATION AND EDUCATION

65% of the total population that lives in OGB is in the age group of 25-65 years, 1/3 of the population is over 50 years.

OGB population is growing old.

In the period of 2002-2006 the population growth of the 65-84 age group has increased by 3% against the decrease of 1% of the
youngest age group of 0-14 years.

For the period 2002-2006 the population has grown by 1% in OGB and by 2% in Skopje.

OGB represents a multicultural community with an ethnical structure that largely resembles the ethnical structure on a national level
and in Skopje.

The individual 4-member family housing represents 90% of the total number of family housing in OGB.

The three most present education degrees (high school, college and University) are present with 77% for the 25-34 age group in
OGB.

| OGB has the greatest improvement in university education for the 25-34 age group.
